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Facts about HIV/AIDS

Global
» 33.3 million people living with HIV.
e 2.6 million new HIV infections (7,000 + infections per day).
* 1.8 million AIDS-related deaths.
» 30 million deaths since the early 1980s.
* 51% of new infections among women and girls
(worldwide, HIV is the leading cause of death of women 15 to 49).
*  41% of new infections among youth (15 to 24).

Canada
* World Health Organization/UNAIDS estimates for
Canada are 73,000 PHA as of February 2009.
* Women, youth, Aboriginals & people from HIV
endemic areas (primarily Africa & the Caribbean) show
increasing proportions of HIV diagnoses in Canada.

Alberta
e 2009 new HIV diagnoses by risk category: (phac 2010)
47% Heterosexual
35% MSM
12% IDU
* In 2009, 219 Albertans were diagnosed with HIV. Their ages ranged from 16 to
72 years of age (Govt. of AB HIV & AIDS Annual Report 2009).

Calgary
» Of the 219 Albertans diagnosed 47.5% were in Calgary with 31.5% in Edmonton
and 21% in the North, Central and Southern Regions.

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AIDS Calgary Awareness Association (ACAA) Backgroun  d Information

ACAA has been an active charitable organization in Calgary since 1983. AIDS
Calgary’s mission is “To reduce the harm associated with HIV and AIDS for all
individuals and communities.”

ACAA’s Client Services offers confidential one-on-one support, limited financial
assistance, advocacy services, referrals and volunteer care teams for people
infected with or affected by HIV/AIDS.

ACAA’s Community Outreach provides HIV prevention education to individuals
and groups throughout the community including 115 presentations conducted
last year. 94 per cent of high school students surveyed after an HIV Core
Training session responded that they would follow safer sex practices if they
were going to have sex.

Without the commitment and enthusiasm of Volunteers , ACAA would not be
able to offer such a wide range of programs and services. In 2010, 90 Walk
volunteers and over 282 general volunteers gave more than 4,600 hours to AIDS
Calgary.

ACAA is funded by a number of funding agencies including Alberta Community
HIV Fund, The United Way of Calgary and Area, the City of Calgary Family and
Community Support Services and others.

ACAA'’s fundraising initiatives includes the Scotiabank AIDS Walk for Life, as well
as a casino, numerous third party fundraisers and new in 2012 Mardi Gras!
